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Abstract

Content Analysis in the Light of Objectives for
“English for Iraq book-7”

The current research analyzes the English Textbook “English for
Iraq (Student’s Book)” for first intermediate grade published by Garnet
Press. The textbook analysis in this study considers language skills. The
research will answer the following questions:
1. To what extent the English textbook (first intermediate student’s book)
meet the requirements of a good EFL textbook? 2. To what extent the
English textbook meet the students’ daily needs? 3. To what extent the
English textbook focus on students’ speaking skill? Data are collected
through content analysis of the textbook. In terms of the obtained results,
it is concluded that English for Iraq set for teaching English to
intermediate schools, (First Intermediate Grade) has met the standards of
a good EFL textbook in terms of objectives, design, skills (Listening,
Reading, Speaking and Writing). Hence, English for Iraq for intermediate
schools, (First Intermediate Grade) meets, to a great extent, the
characteristics of a good EFL textbook. The research results indicate that
the textbook in question is almost in harmony with a good EFL textbook
that mentioned in the analysis, and can be used as an acceptable textbook
to be taught to the students of the mentioned grade. This does not mean
ignoring the diagnosed weakness identified by the present results. Finally,
some recommendations and suggestions are presented by the researcher

for other parts of the series of English textbook in Iraq.
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
