Abstract

The policy of Turkey about the Palestinian issue is two parts.
Firstly, Turkey preferred not to intervene in the Palestinian affair neither
politically nor economically, showing only sympathy to what they suffer
from the Israeli brutal policies. Yet Turkish policy has changed
dramatically after the establishment of the Zionism entity. Turkey
established tied relations with this entity in order to please the United
States of America and the European countries ignoring the rights of the
Palestinian people.

In the early 1960s, Turkey trended to change its opinion towards
the Palestinian issue especially when Turkey suffered from many crises
such as the Cyprus crisis, as many Arab countries stood against Turkey
because of its previous policies towards the Palestinian issue.

Turkey continued ignoring the Palestinian issue even after the
establishment of the Palestinian Liberation Organization (PLO) because
Turkey did not want to harm the relations with Israel. However, after the
war of 1973, Arabs stopped the supplies of oil to countries who support
Israel. Consequently, Turkish interests were badly affected.
Consequently, Turkey changed its attitude towards the Palestinian issue
and the PLO recognizing it as the only representative of the Palestinian
people in 1975.

The relations between Turkey and PLO strengthened especially
when Turkey agreed to open an office for the PLO in Istanbul. After the
Israeli invasion to the territories of Lebanon in 1982, turkey reduced the
representation between Turkey and Israel. After the Agsa uprising by the
Palestinian people, Turkey strongly denied the brutal suppression
practiced by the Israeli forces against the bare-handed Palestinian people.
Turkey granted the Palestinian people food and medical aids.

After signing Oslo agreement between Israel on one hand and PLO and
Egypt on the other hand, Turkey welcome the agreement and,
consequently, the relations between turkey and PLO became stronger and
stronger.
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
