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Abstract:

The current research aims to identify the level of academic freedom among
College members in the College of Agriculture and Forestry and its relationship
to some variables from their point of view. (59) teaching and (31) teaching. The
researcher prepared the research tool, the Academic Freedom Scale, which
consisted of (49) items distributed into four areas:

The first field (teaching) consists of (18) items, and the second field
(scientific research) consists of (13) paragraphs, and the third field (freedom of
expression) consists of (9) paragraphs, and the fourth field (decision-making)
consists of (9) paragraphs in its final form, and its validity, stability and strength
to distinguish the paragraphs have been verified. The researcher applied the tool
(Academic Freedom Scale) to a sample The research was conducted
electronically on Sunday (18/7/2021) and the application continued until
Wednesday (11/8/2021) in paper form, and after data collection and statistical
analysis using the Pearson correlation coefficient, discrimination equation and t-
test for one sample ) for two independent samples and the program (Microsoft
Excel) and the program Statistical survey (SPSS) for the social sciences, the
results showed the following:

1. There is a statistically significant difference between the viewpoint of the
faculty in the College of Agriculture and Forestry on the measure of academic
freedom between the calculated T-value and the tabular T-value in favor of the
viewpoint of the faculty as a whole that they have academic freedom.

2.There is a statistically significant difference between the viewpoint of the
teachers in the College of Agriculture and Forestry on the measure of academic
freedom between the calculated T-value and the tabular T-value of in favor of
the male faculty’s viewpoint that they have academic freedom.

3.There is a statistically significant difference between the viewpoint of the
teachers in the College of Agriculture and Forestry on the measure of academic
freedom, between the calculated T-value. and the tabular T-value in favor of the
female faculty’s viewpoint of having academic freedom.

4.There is a statistically significant difference between the viewpoint of the
teachers in the College of Agriculture and Forestry on the measure of academic
freedom between the calculated T-value and the tabular T-value and in favor of
the viewpoint of the teachers who have served (10) years or less in the presence
of academic freedom They have .

5.There is a statistically significant difference between the viewpoint of the
teachers in the College of Agriculture and Forestry on the measure of academic
freedom, between the calculated T-value and the tabular T-value in favor of the
viewpoint of the teachers who have served (11) years or more in the presence of
academic freedom.

6.There is no statistically significant difference at the significance level (0.05)
between the mean scores of the research sample members in the level of
academic freedom according to the gender variable.
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7.There is no statistically significant difference at the significance level (0.05)
between the mean scores of the research sample members in the level of
academic freedom according to the service period (10) years or less and between
(11) years or more. The researcher came out with a set of conclusions,
recommendations and suggestions
In light of the results of the current research, the researcher concluded the
following:
1. The teaching staff at the College of Agriculture and Forestry at the
University of Mosul believe that they have good academic freedom.
2. The teaching staff at the College of Agriculture and Forestry, University of
Mosul, believe that they have academic freedom in the areas of teaching,
scientific research, and expression of opinion, as well as decision-making.
Gender or years of service have no effect on the exercise of academic freedom.
In light of the results of the current research, the researcher recommends the
following:
1.Putting instructions, instructions and orders on billboards in scientific
departments that may help in achieving the goals of the teaching and research
process.
2. Paying attention to scientific research and providing all the necessary and
necessary facilities for the dissemination of scientific products and setting
appropriate financial budgets for it.
To complement this research, the researcher suggests conducting the following
future research:
1.The role of the Deanship of the College of Agriculture and Forestry in
promoting academic freedom and its relationship to the university performance
of faculty members from their point of view
2- The extent to which the faculty members at the University of Mosul benefit
from the application of academic freedom in the light of global trends from
their point of view.
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
