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ABSTRACT

The significance of this study entitled as “the Narration fantasy
at Nahid Al-Ramadhani’s” arouses from two main points namely: fantasy
and narration. Fantasy is related to the paranormal and non-realism in
literature definitions, it creates different worlds than the normal world’s
perceptions in terms of time, place, and characters. Narration is
considered a representation of life; thus the narration in fantasy is the core
of this non-realism in life. The study explored the navigation from reality
to fantasy that the author uses as a cover to criticize the reality; thus the
symbolism over dominates the scene that needs more reading to
highlights the points of match between fiction and reality.

The significance of the study was demonstrated through two
novels of the Mosulian, Iraqi novelist “Nahidh Al-Ramadhani” which
were: “Anis in Wondurlund” and “if Time approached”, for their
connection to reality as it was demonstrated in the study.

The study included an introduction, two chapters each of which had
3 sections and a conclusion with the findings of the study.

The introduction consisted of three sections, the first section dealt
with “the Fantasy” from the early philosophical beginnings of using it by
Aristotle in psychology, to being a literary term referring to a specific
literary style known for its abnormal, non-realistic symbolism. The
second section “Narration” dealt with definitions of narration by different
critics, the formation of fantasy narration and its characteristics in terms
of characters, time, and place. The third section included the definition of
biography of author Nahidh Al-Ramadhani, both the personal and the
creative biography.

The first chapter entitled as “Fantasy and Elements of Narration”
1s divided to three sections. The first section discussed the character as a
narration element, and revealed that the characters in both of the novels
subject of this study are of three types: “the Joint Character Type, the
Guiding Character Type, and the Transformational Character Type.”



Then the second section dealt with the place element exploring it in
the two novels, where it was demonstrated far from the regular contexts
in “Anis in Wonderland” novel where it is regularly demonstrated in
terms of description, except of few occasions in this novel, and that is
because it contradicts the reality. As far as the second novel “If Time
Approached”, the place element was demonstrated through its extent in
the memory, as the novel depended on the dream technique.

The third section of chapter one dealt with the time in the two
novels, which revealed two levels of time internal and external. The
internal time level in Anis in Wonderland novel was rigid at one point of
time; since the novel was based on a constant moment of time. The
internal time level in the novel if time approached however was
distinguished for its deviation and used for psychological purposes for the
novel, which was based on the dream technique. As far as the external
level, the two novels pointed out two significant periods of the Iraqi
history by using events and conveying its real references from the real life
at those periods.

The second chapter entitled as “Mechanism of Fantasy Structure”
was divided to three sections as well. The first section dealt with the
mechanism of references which conveyed realistic, cultural, and Mythical
references; that revealed symbolism of the two novels, and the navigation
from reality to fantasy.

The second section dealt with irony and its usage in the two novels
according to Muecke: situational irony and verbal irony. The way irony
was employed in the two novels revealed the author’s high rhetoric
abilities in using irony to reinforce the role of the language in structuring
fantasy.

The last section of the second chapter dealt with the mechanism of
metaphor in the formation of the two novels, starting from sentence
metaphors, to imagery metaphors, and metaphors at the level of ideas.
The major metaphors in both of the novels were the novels itself
describing them as metaphors of reality.

The research had several findings that were described in the
conclusion.
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
