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ABSTRACT

The current research aims to measure the level of future perceptions and
personality traits among students at the University of Mosul, and to know
the correlation between them, and to know the differences in future
perceptions and the differences in personality traits according to the
variable of gender (male-female), specialization (scientific - human), and
grade (first-fourth). Determining the research community represented by
the students of the University of Mosul. A sample was selected using the
stratified random method. The sample size was (800) students from the
scientific and human colleges, with (4) scientific and (4) human colleges.

The researcher adopted the personality traits scale prepared by (Raymond
Cattell), consisting of (187) items for (16) factors or traits. (5) personality
traits have been identified, due to their close relationship with the first
variable of the research, and the scale may be in its initial form of (56)
paragraphs, and after presenting it to the experts, the scale became
composed of (51) paragraphs, and after extracting the discriminatory
power and internal consistency, the scale became composed of (46)
Paragraph in its final form.

As for the scale of future perceptions, the researcher built this scale, and
the scale in its initial form consisted of (43) paragraphs, and after
presenting it to the experts and extracting the virtual truth, the scale became
composed of (40). After extracting the discriminatory power and internal
consistency, the scale became in its final form consisting of (37)
paragraphs. As for stability, it was calculated by re-testing for both
variables.

The data was processed statistically using the statistical bag (Spss), and
the results appeared as follows:

1. Mosul University students enjoy a high level of future perceptions.

2. Mosul University students have a high level of personal
characteristics.

3. There is a statistically significant correlation between future
perceptions and personality traits.

4. There are statistically significant differences in the difference in the
level of the relationship between future perceptions and personality
traits, according to the gender variable (male-female), the stage
variable (first-fourth), and the specialization variable (scientific-
human).
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
