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ABSTRACT



The current thesis is a morpho — phonemic study of two
reciting scholars. The first one is Hamzah Bin Habeeb Al -
Zayyat (156 H.), and Ali Al - Kisaai (189 H.), entitled (A
Morpho — Phonemic Study on the Aspects of Hamzah and Al
— Kisaai s’ Difference than the Rest of the Seven Reciting
Scholars).

This study tackled the recitations of those scholars who
agreed on this method and differed than other reciting
scholars. The nature of the present study has been divided
into two chapters: chapter one delineated the phonemic
aspects; the phonemic representations posited in Hamzah and
Al — Kasaai to make for each case a sort of special
explanation. The phonemic cases have been presented as
follows: Inclination, adherence, assimilation, aspiration and
stressing vowels.

Chapter two, on the other hand, dedicated to the
morphological aspects to deal with three parts: First, trilateral
defective verbs; the second, objective verbs and exaggeration;
the third is the irregular pluralization.

On this basis, the current thesis concluded a group of
results as in the following:

The seven and ten recitations of the Glorious Qur'an
have certainly been revealed by the Prophet Muhammad
(PBUH). The differences in the recitations of the Glorious
Qur’an are quite natural phenomenon as in the other fields of
knowledge. The selection of reciting scholar is limited by the
dialectic and geographical conditions. It is concluded then, the
scholar would never recite the Glorious Qur’an without reliable
authentication, as well as, the recitations are the basic
reference of conserving many Arabic dialects.
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
