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Abstract

The social aspects from the Prophet’s mission to the end of the

This study dealt with the social aspects from the Prophet’s
mission until the end of the Rashidun era through the book History of
the City of Damascus by Ibn Asakir (d. 571 AH / 175 CE), in order to
identify the most important aspects that existed in society before the
mission of the Prophet and what Islam brought about in changing
these aspects, and what remained and cancel Accordingly, the study
was divided into: an introduction, an introduction, and three chapters,

in addition to the conclusion and the appendices.

The preface was devoted to introducing Ibn Asaker through
talking about his birth, his upbringing, and the environment that
affected him, his scientific carecer, which included his sheikhs,
students, and most important books, the importance of his book and
the resources he relied on, and the methodology that Ibn Asaker
followed in writing the history of the city of Damascus. As for the
first chapter, it dealt with the elements of society as the society in the
period allocated for the study consisted of several elements, in the
forefront of which were Arabs, Mawali, Jews and Christians, and
other social elements, and each of these elements had a prominent role

in social life. While the second chapter deals with the most important



customs and traditions of society from the mission until the end of the
Rashidun era, and in it the customs of marriage and divorce, childbirth
and breastfeeding, housing and household possessions were discussed,
in addition to the foods and drinks known in that period, clothes and
decorations, as well as the most important holidays, occasions, games
and means entertainment . As for the final chapter, it dealt with
tribulations and crises, the most important of which are the migration
to Abyssinia in Medina, the year of Ashes, the plague of Emmaus, and

the effects of each of these crises on aspects of social life.

This study has shown many social aspects that were widespread
in society, which Ibn Asaker included through the accounts that he
included in his book, and about the most important traces that Islam
left in these aspects, and how the Arab Islamic state established a
system, in all aspects of their political and economic life, Among the
most prominent and most important of them are social aspects. Islam
tried to build a healthy society, changing many of the established
customs, refining some of them and canceling many of them, whose
effects appeared after the expansion of the Arab Islamic state in the
era of the rightly-guided caliphate, and became social rules and

foundations on which the Islamic approach to social life is based.
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
