Memory is a tool and a repository for preserving the sediments of
experience and the accumulation of expertise for the individual and the
group, as it gives the present its historical depth and provides the future
with its pictorial material. With the expansion of contemporary criticism
and the interest of critics and scholars in studying narrative techniques,
memory has become an important central topic in the study of narrative
reading. In the novel (The Second Flood), memory represents the first
path of the events and facts of the narrative. The main characters (Kamal)
and (Sally) are immigrants belonging to one homeland, which is (Iraq).
The two of them search for their lost homeland, so (Kamal) decides to
travel to Iraq, and this results in broad narrative paths crowded with the
theme of (memory), while (Sally) lives with a very present memory
through which she connects the present to the past in a memory narrative,
in which she recounts everything that Iraq went through during the period
of the Iran-Iraq war and the economic blockade on it, and the
repercussions that accompanied that, revealing the general social nature
of this family and the entire society, especially the nature of social
relations. The customs and professions that this family practiced, so we
chose the title (Memory) in the novel (The Second Flood) with full
awareness of the nature of the narrative in this novel. The research plan
required that we address (memory) in the novel (The Second Flood) in an
introduction and three chapters. The introduction came with two axes, the
first of which deals with memory as a concept and its foundation, while
the second dealt with the creative biography of the novelist (Fatih Abdel
Salam). The first chapter came under the title (Historical Memory) and
included two topics: (Memory of War) and (Memory of Occupation),
while the second chapter was under the title (Memory of Popular
Heritage) and included four topics: (Popular Beliefs, Customs and

Traditions, Social Relations, Popular Professions). The third chapter was
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entitled (Memory of Novelistic Space-Time) and included two
interconnected topics: (Temporal Paradox, Flashback as a Model) and
came in three patterns (external, internal and mixed flashback). The
second was entitled (Memory of Novelistic Descriptive Place), and
included three types: (Classificatory Description versus Expressive,
Simple versus Complex, and Subjective versus Objective). The thesis
relied on a comprehensive analytical study, relying on the specificity of
the material. The study and the diversity of its contents between the
chapters of the thesis, paying primary attention to language and the tools
it contains, as it is the basic incubator of memory and the generator of

meaning.
