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Abstract

This thesis (The root of Q.W.M in the Holy Quran / A
semantic study) is concerned with a linguistic root that comes in
various formations within (1°A) locations in the Holy Quran. Its
importance lies in the fact that it investigates the meaning of this
root in the Holy Quran within the different contexts the root
presented in. This makes the reader more able to understand and
think about the meanings of the words they read. When the
various root formations come in different contexts, they indicate
each time a distinct semantic of the same root manifesting the
significance of the Holy Quran as a miracle in its composition.
The thesis also comes following to and extending other semantic
studies of the Holy Quran.

The thesis is organized as follows: in the introduction, we
follow the linguistic meanings of (Q.W.M) root in the Arabic
dictionaries; then we studied in the first chapter (titled: The
Worldly Life semantics of the root of Q.W.M in the Holy Quran)
the meanings of the root (Q.W.M) in the Holy Quran that occur
in contexts happening in the worldly life, which are (Y1)
meanings. Then, we discussed in the second chapter (titled: The
Hereafter semantics of the root of Q.W.M in the Holy Quran) the
meanings of the root (Q.W.M) in the Holy Quran that come in
contexts those happen in the Hereafter, which are () A) semantics.
Then, we summarized our results in the Conclusion. Following to
our conclusion and references, we included an appendix listing
the verses those include the root locations and the indications of
those places.

In the end, we would like to mention that this thesis is
nothing but a modest contribution to the statement of a single
linguistic root within the context of the Holy Quran, and our last
call to praise God the Lord of the Worlds.
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
