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Abstract

The thesis was based on an introduction, a preface, two chapters, and then
a conclusion that summarized the most important results of the research.
The preface included two axes. The first axis dealt with an extensive
presentation of the concept of space from language and in terms of term
and semantics. To determine the most important critical perceptions and
terms close to it, while the second axis defined the biography and

creativity of Ward Bader Salem.

The first chapter came to study (time) with an introduction and five
sections. The first topic included the study of (time order), while the
second topic was devoted to the study of (psychological time), the third
topic included the study of (natural time), and the fourth topic included
the study of (legendary time) and dealt with the topic The fifth study
(narrative vision at the level of time) and the second chapter was devoted
to the study of (place) with an introduction and five sections. The first
topic included the study of (real place), while the second topic was
devoted to the study of (imaginary place), and the third topic included the
study of (open spaces), and included The fourth topic is a study of (closed
spaces), and the fifth topic deals with a study of (narrative vision at the

level of the place).



The thesis adopted the study of the analytical side of texts from the novel
- in the novel (The Wonders of Baghdad) by Ward Badr Al-Salem, in
terms of its three elements: (time, place, and vision); In order to reach the
technical and aesthetic elements, and it is worth mentioning, I dealt with
the vision implicitly with the two chapters, and I did not single out a

chapter for it per se.
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
