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Abstract

Dental anomalies are defined as craniofacial abnormalities of form,
function, or position of the teeth and the causes of developmental dental
disorders may due to the abnormalities in the differentiation of the dental
lamina and the tooth germs (anomalies in number, size and shape) or to
abnormalities in the formation of the dental hard tissues (anomalies in
structure). In some, both stages of differentiation are abnormal. Not all
developmental dental disorders are congenital but may be inherited,

acquired, or idiopathic.

Many dental anomalies are caused by inherited genetic defects or
resulted from spontaneous genetic mutations. Dental deformities may have
environmental, traumatic, or nutritional causes; these may develop or

become clinically apparent at any time during an individual's life.

These few facts about tooth development will assist us in
understanding tooth variation .Teeth form from the cooperative interaction
of two germ layers ectoderm and ectomesenchyme (a neural crest
derivative), Enamel is formed from the ectodermal components.Dentin,
pulp, cementum, the supporting PDL, and bone are all derived from

ectomesenchyme.
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
