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Abstract

This study focuses on the principle of gradualization in
administrative decisions and the guarantees of its application, by
showing the distinctiveness of this principle to other principles that are
similar to the principle of legality, as well as reviewing the criteria on

which to measure the gradient.

Despite the importance of this principle and its universality as it
protects the rights and freedoms of individuals, this principle is subject to
many exceptions dictated by exceptional circumstances and sometimes by
necessity, which leads to the administrative authorities being authorized
to issue administrative decisions beyond emergency circumstances. And
there are some administrative decisions fortified by the principle of
gradation in accordance with explicit legal provisions as well as the case
of acts of sovereignty, which called for the researcher to address and
discuss the effects on the principle of gradation in administrative

decisions.

The study was not confined to this point, but rather to the review of
the types of censorship exercised on the principle of gradualization in
administrative decisions. Thus, judicial and non-judicial control was

discussed.
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
