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Abstract

The Lebanese Communist Party is an extension of the parent
Communist Party established after the October Revolution in Russia in
1917, and the Lebanese Communist Party is a Marxist Leninist party that
advocates for lebanon's independence and works to achieve the
dictatorship of the proletariat, a non-sectarian party founded in 1924 by
Fouad Al-Shamali and Youssef Yazbek, the party held a celebration of
Labor Day on May 1, 1925. He issued his first newspaper, Humanitarian,
supported the Party of the Syrian Revolution in 1925, and stood against
the French mandate, so its members were arrested and imprisoned.

The Lebanese-Syrian Communist Party continued to unite until 1943
until the first national conference was held. The party in late 1943 and
early 1944, where the two communist parties were separated and signed
its charter. The National Convention had drafted its rules of procedure
and elected a new central committee, The national has formulated its
rules of procedure.

The Communist Party of the parties associated with abroad, so the
party was away from national issues, agreed to hand over the Brigade of
Alexandria to Turkey in 1939, supported the decision to divide Palestine
in 1947, and the establishment of the State of Israel in 1948, and his
opinion was in accordance with the opinion of the Soviet Union, so the
Lebanese government issued a decision to dissolve the party and its
affiliated organizations, and subjected its members to arrest, and the party
resorted to secret work.

The cold war between the United States of America and the Soviet
Union led to the emergence of colonial alliances and projects, the party
stood up against and denounced them, and stood up against the Joint
Defense Project in 1951, against the Baghdad Pact in 1955, and the
Eisenhower Doctrine in 1957. When the Syrian-Egyptian unity in 1958
did not support the party and demanded the establishment of a federation,
President Nasser issued a decree dissolving the party and subjecting the
Communists to prosecution and arrest, and the party stood against the rule
of President Camille Chamoun, and participated in the armed uprising in
1958, which led to Shimon ceding power.
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
