information and the seriousness of these crimes on the community
internally and internationally, countries have enacted special legislation to
combat this phenomenon, considering that the penal laws in force no
longer meet the ambition in the face of these crimes that threaten the state
entity and life Therefore, the legislative policy in these countries has been
characterized by harsh penalties imposed on these crimes. It is considered
that this legislation should be specific, whether it is in the field of
criminalization or in the field of punishment.

The people as one of the pillars of its establishment on this basis was
dealt with this subject, which we had to define what terrorist crimes
