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Abstract

The aim of this research is to know the effect of using
units method on the acquisition of time concepts in history for
sixth primary pupils.

To achieve such a goal, the researcher used the two
equivalent groups experimental design, There were two groups:
experimental and controlling. The experimental group taught by
units method was at “ Musaab bin Umair primary school for
boys” and the control group taught traditionally was “ Al-
Numan bin Al- Mundhir primary school for boys” for the
academic year (2003-2004).

The sample of the research was (60) pupils in both groups.
Before carrying out the experiment, the researcher balanced the
variables of : age of pupils measured in months, grades of pupils
in history for the year (2002-2003) and general achievement at
fifth primary classes for the year (2002-2003), porents
achievement and also the results of pre-test in acquiring time
concepts.

The researcher taught history for sixth primary pupils by
herself in both school, after she made equivalence between them
and making necessary teaching plans for both groups reaching
(20) plans for each method. The experiment lasted the whole
first semester beginning from (1/11/2003) to (13/1/2004).

The researcher used a ready made tool of Dr. Ali Kaid
Khresha that was applied for seventh grade in Hashimyet
Jordanian Kingdom. To verify the tool, the researcher showed
the tool for a group of experts to omit the in appropriate items
for the Iraqi environment, and to a mend the in appropriate items
to know surface validity. The reliability of the tool was verified
by using post-test where person correlation coefficient factor
was used. The reliability factory of the test was (0.89) which is
good.

The researcher applied the tool on the two groups. The
pre-test for both groups was on (11/3/2003). After finishing the
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experiment, the researcher made a post test to know the amownt
of acquisition of time concepts for both groups.

The researcher used T-test for two independent groups to
handle the data statistically in order to know the effect of
method on the dependent variable.

The results were :

There is a statistical significant difference between the
means score of total mark of the Pre- and post tests on the
ability to acquire time concepts for pupils studying history in
units method.

There is No statistical significant difference between the
mean total degree for the pre-and post test on the ability to
acquire time concepts for students to studying history the
traditional method.

There is a statistical significant difference between means
score of total degrees of the posttest in the ability to acquire
time concepts for pupils studying history using units method
and the pupils studying the traditional methods.

Regarding the above mentioned results, the researcher
made number of suggestions and recommendations.
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
