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Abstract

The place occupied old and modem men of letters; it had a
paramount prominence for Arab poet's life since the poet had tackled
ruins in his poetry. The poet's falling, feelings were overwhelmed and
mingled with his memories so be unfolded him nostalgia, longing to
abandoned places, and nothing left but sighs and tears. The place had a
crucial status in Ibnu-Addhan Almosuli's poems, This the place had three

domains:

1. familiar places which were absent in the memory so they turned
into a symbol of craving his people and home.

2. Natural places which he made them as places of events and and a
symbol praised victories.

3. Natural and artificial place that became This home.

a symbol of victory for those praised. in his poems. we preferred
the place that Ibn-Addlukan referred to according to what attracted us as a
place in his poems besides my deep admiration of him. Although he
produced distinguished poems, he had been not well-famed. Also, his
poems were as arcord of historical events. that he went through Ayyobid-
era, So they became a political record documented good deeds of political
figures who affected him and continued echoing history.

Most natural places mentioned in his poems. were realistic and
vibrant since they had been places of events which had Places occured at
that time. Ibna-Addhan successfully envisaged the natural place through
the harmony between natural sounds and those of battles that had added

more reality in his poems. In his poems, the city represented a real one.
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connected to man's reality and Future. As a result, the cities of
Damascus, Nablus, Hummus, Mosul, and Baghdad symbolized the reality

of Arabism and Islam at that time.
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
