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Abstract

Abstract

The research aims to identify (the effect of RAFT's creative and
imaginative writing strategy on developing functional expression and
literary taste for fourth grade preparatory female students). To achieve the
goal of the research, the researcher set four null :hypotheses, which are as
follows

1- There is no statistically significant difference between the average
scores of the experimental group students who studied according to
the RAFT strategy and the average scores of the control group
students who studied according to the traditional method in the
post-functional expression test.

2- There is no statistically significant difference between the average
scores of the experimental group students who studied according
to the RAFT strategy and the average scores of the control group
students who studied according to the traditional method in
developing functional expression.

3- There is no statistically significant difference between the average
scores of the experimental group students who studied according to
the RAFT strategy and the average scores of the control group
students who studied according to the traditional method in the
post-literary taste test.

4- There is no statistically significant difference between the average
scores of the students of the experimental group who studied
according to the RAFT strategy and the average scores of the
students of the control group who studied according to the
traditional method in developing literary taste.

As for the research sample, it was intentionally selected from the
research population and it consisted of fourth-grade students in (Homms
Preparatory School for Girls) in the city of Mosul for the first course of
the academic year (2021-2022), and it includes (62) female students,
distributed among two groups; experimental and control groups, (33)
students for the experimental group that studied according to the RAFT
strategy, (29) for the control group that studied in the traditional way.
The researcher used the experimental method and conducted the
equivalence process between the subjects of the two research groups in a
number of variables, which included: chronological age calculated in
months, the degree of the Arabic language for the previous year, the
general average for the previous school year, the intelligence quotient,
.the tribal functional expression test and the tribal literary taste.

To achieve the objectives of the research, two instruments were
required: the first is the functional expression test as a research tool, and
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the second is the literary taste test. The two tests were characterized by
validity and reliability. After preparing the teaching plans and the two
tools, the experiment was applied in the first course of the academic year
(2021- 2022) on Saturday (13/11/2021) and continued for a full academic
course and ended on Tuesday (18/1/2022), and after the completion of the
experiment the two tools were applied to the sample subjects, and after
data collection and statistical analysis using statistical methods on the
SPSS statistical program, :the study reached the following results.

1- There is a statistically significant difference between the mean
scores of the students of the experimental group who studied on the
RAFT strategy and the average scores of the students of the control
group who studied on the traditional method and in favour of the
experimental group.

2- There is a statistically significant difference between the averages
of the experimental group students and the control group students
in the functional expression and literary taste tests.

In light of the research results, the researcher came up with several
conclusions, including :

The use of the RAFT strategy had a role in developing the functional
expression and literary taste of the experimental group .

The researcher also came up with a number of conclusions,
recommendations and suggestions including :

Conclusions : The RAFT strategy proved its effectiveness in developing
functional expression skills and literary taste in an enjoyable and easy
way, and it made the students desire and motivation towards the subject.
Recommendation : The directorates of education should direct Arabic
language teachers in Nineveh Education Directorate, and other
directorates in Iraq, on the necessity of using the RAFT strategy in
teaching instead of the traditional teaching methods.

Suggestions : The effect of RAFT's creative and imaginative writing
strategy on analysing literary texts for fourth-grade literary female
students and developing their contemplative thinking.
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
