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Abstract

Tasting and understanding the grammar of the Holy Qur'an as a
difficult matter, as known, for the researchers as us have not got the
sufficient science as for the Book of our Lord has an integrated
construction of the high peaks (movement) as it is the smallest phonetic
inflectional or grammatical unit in every articulated or written context
for all the construction is based on it. We will study,herein, the infinitive
as a contextual component and an inflectional structure with great
importance and effect on the Quran text, the text that I was unable to
understand correctly and fully till the first steps of studying the Quran
grammar. [ felt my formational need during a high rank scientific
lectures received at the beginning of our doctorate studies as a
preparation and readiness. The result of those lectures was the problem of
the possible parsing of the articulations (the explicit accusative and verb-

designated infinitive) in the Holy Quran.

Our study is based on three chapters following an introduction and
preface. At the first chapter, we studied the infinitives that came in the

directions of Assamin into two parsing states at first.
The second is the infinitive that came in three parsing states.

The third is the infinitive that came in more than three parsing

states.

At the beginning of every chapter, we will collect the verses that
will be studied by using a special table before the selective studying and

analyzing.

We will illustrate the directions of Assamin Al-Halabi for each
parsing state in order to make the reader understand that direction with

showing the directions of the previous grammarians and interpreters to



observe the cases of indifference and difference as well as recognizing his
additions (that agree or disagree with the others’ directions).Also, we will
reveal his interest in (the grammatical formation and meaning

correctness) in the light of those whom we will take benefit from.

Our study included, also, the directions of the later scholars like
Al-Buga’l (died in 855 A.H), Abi Assoua’oud (died in 982 A.H), Al-
Alousi (died in 1270 A.H ), Ibn Ashour (died in 1393 A.H) and others.

Our study included an attachment containing tables. The first table
included the infinitives that came in one parsing state like : adverb,
circumstantial accusative, infinitive and others. The second table included
(the vocabulary) that came in the directions of Assamin and possessed the
possibility of possessing another parsing state as to be a nouns,

adjectives, or collective nouns.
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
