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Abstract.

Hate speech i1s sweeping the world like wildfire, and the language of
exclusion and marginalization has crept into the media, electronic
platforms, and national policies. Societies face complex levels of
intolerance and persecution, so hate speech and the crimes it may cause
have become a source of increasing concern in recent years, especially
against ethnic groups, immigrants, and others. It offends individuals and
groups and detracts from their humanity based on stereotyping,
demonizing others, and endangering them, and misconceptions often
related to ethnic origin, religion, or political affiliation, which conflicts
with the values of democracy and cultural pluralism in this context.
Accordingly, the topic deserves study and research, so the study aimed to
achieve several main objectives, which are.

1- Identifying the causes, types, and dimensions of hate speech in society.

2- Highlighting the scientific and cognitive efforts in the field of hate
speech.

3- Knowing the degree of influence and level of hate speech from the
point of view of the study sample according to the study axes among
members of society, and its variables.

4- Developing mechanisms and a national strategy to address hate speech
in society.

In addition, the importance of the study is evident in that it has
become a striking phenomenon in our Arab reality in general and in Iraq
in particular as a result of successive wars and crises and the pressures,
divisions, differentiation and dispersion it suffers from among members
of one society that need to be addressed and this can only be done by
reviewing this tragic situation to restore societal discourse to its normal
state. Based on the above, the word discourse is generally used to refer to
all types of communication, verbal or non-verbal, written or visual, and
there is no specific agreed-upon definition of hate speech, as it is one of
the most controversial and controversial topics. In addition, the study
sought to answer several questions, including.

- How can the level of hate speech be measured in Iraqi society? What are
the main reasons and factors that help undermine hate speech in
society?

- How does hate speech affect the future of social relations in
contemporary Iraqi society? What are the social effects resulting from
hate speech among individuals in Iraqi society?

- What is the level of spread of hate speech among individuals in a single
community that is ethnically, nationally and racially diverse at the
present time. Our study is a descriptive analytical study; because its
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basis is based on describing the phenomenon studied based on
collecting data, information and facts about the study problem,
analyzing and interpreting them to reach more reliable results to
describe, clarify and generalize the phenomenon, and as the nature of
the study topic imposes the form of the method or methods followed,
we relied on scientific methods that are consistent with the nature of
our topic. The researcher relied on three scientific approaches. the
historical approach, the social survey, and the inductive approach. The
researcher used the questionnaire as a tool to measure the opinions of
the sample of 165 university professors representing the study
community. In addition, we drew a random sample at the University of
Mosul by selecting individuals based on probability theory, and came
up with some conclusions and then presented some recommendations
and suggestions that are consistent with the nature of our study. She
also employed the (SPSS) program to analyze the statistical data of
the respondents from the community. The researcher reached several
conclusions in her study, the most important of which are.

1- Hate speech poses a threat to democratic values, social stability, and
peace in society.

2- Hate speech and the crimes it may cause have become a source of
increasing concern in recent years, especially against ethnic groups
and immigrants.

3- The term first appeared in the media in the United States in 1989 to
include problems related to harmful racist speech that was protected
by American law under the clause of protecting freedom of
expression.

4- Hate speech was used; To achieve political gains in public life by
spreading hostile discourse directed against religious and ethnic
components, immigrants, refugees, women and the so-called "other".

5- Hate speech can lead to acts of violence and hate crimes against
marginalized groups, and although some statements may not directly
incite violence, they can spread the seeds of intolerance and anger that
lead to the legitimization of acts of hatred.

6- The description of hate speech is usually used to refer to the call for
hatred of nationality, race, religion or others.

7- Hate speech is one of the most prominent dangers that societies go
through; because it represents a prelude to all conflicts and civil wars.
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
