Abstract

Cinematic techniques are a set of means and methods that a
novelist uses to develop narrative and cinematic capabilities, which
benefit the visual and pictorial data in integration and openness with other
arts. The short story is one of the most important types of narrative, as it
is characterized by accuracy and high skill in expressing the narration, its
mechanisms and arts, as it works to reveal the energies of the narrator in
his artistic style, and how to formulate his own language.

The stories of the Iraqi narrator (Mahmoud Jandari) are
characterized by coherent artistic narrative techniques in the four
complete works (Years of Thirst, Siege, States, Benches of the Gods), as
he creates an objective and artistic balance in his stories. In addition to his
ingenuity in preserving the identity of his narrative text, as he employs
imagination in realism, and despite the importance of techniques in
fictional works, the elements of narration and its tools remain the
dominant and appear aesthetically with the combination of these
techniques.

The study came in two chapters preceded by an introduction that
clarifies the term film technologies, the concept of cinema, the overlap of
cinematic art with narrative art, and Mahmoud Jandari (his life and best
works). The first chapter is devoted to study (mechanisms of narrative
photography) with a preface and three sections, the first is (the narrator’s
location / camera angles), the second is (intensification of shots) and the
third is (cutting / montage).
