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Abstract

This research aims to identify the influence of Fryer's pattern in the
results of the second intermediate students in history, and their
knowledge preference, and to achieve the research both goals the
researcher put three null hypotheses to test.

The research community is made from all second intermediate
students in the city center of Nineveh of the school year {2013 — 2014},
and the research sample included 65 students purposely chosen from the
research community and distributed in two groups, the experimental
group {32} students studied according to Fryer's model, and the
conventional group {33} students studied according to the regular
method.

The researcher balanced between these two groups in number of
differences which are {age, intellegence, the results in history subject for
the first intermediate students of the school year {2013 — 2014}, and the
parents' level of education}

Achieving the goals of the research required two tools, the first tool
was a achievement test in history of the second intermediate students
made by the researcher himself, it consisted of {40} questions of the
multiple choice test and for each question there were four choices, and the
credibility of the tool was checked by using outward and inward truth,
whereas the consistency was checked by using Qudor Richardson's
equation {20}, and the relialpility factor was {0,82}. As for the second
tool it was the knowledge preference test with its four patterns {recalling,
critical questioning, principles, application}, made by the researcher
himself and consisted of {24} articles and each one included a topic
sentence followed by {4} subordinate statements all of which are correct
except they differ in the type of knowledge pattern that represent from the
four knowledge patterns. And the researcher showed the face validity of

the tool, whereas the reliability was checked by redoing the test method



for each pattern of the knowledge preference patterns, and the consistency

factor was { }.

The researcher has made {20} teaching methods for each group,
and it took a whole semester, and after collecting data and correct them
and analyze them statistically using {T-test} of two different samples the
results were as follow:

1. There is a statistically significant difference between students' average
marks in both groups the experimental and the standard, in the
procuring and it was in favour to the experimental one.

2. There is a statistically significant difference in the {recalling} pattern
in favour to the conventional group, and in the patterns of {critical
questioning, and application} in favour to the experimental group, as
for {principles} pattern There is no a statistically significant difference
between the two groups.

In the light of the research result, the researcher came out with a set of

recommendations and suggestions:

Recommendations:

1. Generally using Fryer's model by teachers of history in the
intermediate stage, and especially in the second intermediate for its
effectiveness in increasing the students' results and recognizing their
preference knowledge.

2. Emphasizing on teaching the historical concept by using modern

pattern including Fryer's model.

Suggestions:

Making the following future studies:

1. The influence of Fryer's model in acquiring historical concepts that
students of the fifth primary stage have and their tendency towards
history.

2. The influence of Fryer's model in growing the compound thinking that

college students have in geography and their social intelligence.
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
