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Abstract

The tourist journey contract is considered one of the recent contracts
in tourism domain, which organize the relationship between the tourist
and the tourism company and stipulates the rights and the obligations of
the two parties.

The tourist journey contract is particular in its nature and the
positions of the parties vary in terms of the legal and economic aspects
and this characteristic makes it regarded as a contract of consumption in
which one of the parties is a professional and the other is a vulnerable
consuming one. The Rome convention (1980) explicitly stipulated that
the tourist journey contract is considered a consumer's contract if
agreement was made upon a total price that includes the travel and
residence together, in clause (5), item (5) of the convention.

Moreover, this contract could be overseas and is characterized with
the international feature. So, if we regarded it as an international contract,
there is no doubt that this international characteristic of the contract rises
many problems in the private international law, including the assignment
of the competent court internationally that deals with the disputes that
arise as a result of fulfilling the contract due to the merits of the system
enjoys which include including speed, simplicity and the easiness of the
procedures which in turn make it the convenient apparatus used for
settling the disputes resulting from the tourist journey contract.

The particular nature of the contract will have a vital impact in terms
of determining the international judicial jurisdiction and also in
determining the law to be applied as it is possible to go beyond the rules
of the international judicial jurisdiction and the traditional rules of
authority and as a result assigning special protective regulations to protect
the economically-weaker party who is prior to be protected and cared for

in this type of contract.
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
