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Abstract

The Japanese political system addresses contemporary challenges, which in
turn constitute an obstacle to sustainable development, especially (economic,
social, cultural, environmental), by setting public goals and policies, not only
addressing challenges, but also establishing an environment that develops
individuals ' awareness and comprehensive knowledge of the importance of
sustainable development in all sectors of the state. The means and mechanisms
of the Japanese political system focus prominently on the quality and quality of
education in educational institutions; by taking the political system of education
as a structural basis for the transfer of a culture of sustainability in various
sectors, the development of various cadres, the need for economic progress and
the preservation of natural resources, especially as it was the first to formulate the
education for Sustainable Development Initiative in international forums,
especially in the United Nations, and works according to this perspective
internally, and initiatives regionally and internationally in helping countries to
work according to this principle.

The study assumes that the commitment of the Japanese political system to
the principles of sustainable development, especially education for sustainable
development, raises the level of its progress and characterizes its efficiency and
effectiveness in achieving the Sustainable Development Goals, contributes to the
progress of all formal and informal sectors in Japan, as well as effectively helps
important opportunities for individuals to move towards a sustainable society and
environment based on education as a comprehensive vision of the progress of the
state and its aspirations in achieving the goals and work on them, and an
important structural building contribute to the progress of various economic,
social, cultural and environmental sectors.

In order to identify the problem of the study and verify its hypothesis, three
scientific methods were used in the study, namely: the systematic analysis
method, the inductive method, and the descriptive method.

The most important findings of the study are that there is a direct
relationship between the Japanese political system and the achievement of the
Sustainable Development Goals, in light of the support of the Japanese political
system, which regulates the official implementation of the sustainable
educational strategy, the more the political system supports the principles of
sustainable development, especially the principle of education, the higher the
levels of access to sustainable development and achieving its goals, and vice
versa, Japan has succeeded through its political system, as it has taken education
as a living model over many years in its educational institutions located in its
cities and rural areas, as well as Achieving the goals set to achieve sustainable
development.
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
