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Abstract

The current research aimed to know the level of interference known to
university students.Mosul and recognizing anger among Mosul
University students and identifying the significance of differences in
Cognitive interference among the members of the research sample
according to the variables (study specialization, gender, grade the study)
as well as to identify the significance of the differences in anger among
the members of the research sample according toof the variables (study
specialization, gender, grade) and revealing the statistical significance of
the relationship betweenCognitive interference and anger among the
members of the research sample.Students were chosen by stratified
random method, as the main research sample consisted of (600)female
students).Amounts of the University of Mosul for the academic year
(2020/2021)  distributed over (8) colleges (4) (relevant
quantities).Scientific specialization and (4) quantities of humanitarian
competence, and to achieve the research objectives, it was applied The
researcher has two tools: the cognitive interference scale, which was
prepared by the researcher, as its final formula consists From (43) item
and scale of anger prepared by the researcher, and its final formula
consists of (02)The two positions were verified as to the validity of the
measurements by adopting (apparent honesty, construction honesty)
and the measurements were calculated.Distinguishing strength of the
items of the scales, and the stability was calculated:

The data were finalized (retest method, and using the Facronbach
equation) and after applying two dataStatistically using the Statistical
Package for Social Sciences (SPSS) program.The results showed:

1- Ownership of the student - the research sample - cognitive
interference.



2- There are statistically significant differences in the cognitive
interaction among the members of the research sample according to the
variable Statistically significant specialization (scientific / humanitarian)
and in favor of humanitarian specialization, and there are no
differencesin the cognitive interaction between the members of the
research sample is attributed to the variable gender (males / females),
as well as For the change of grade (second / fourth).

3- Not owning the student - the sample of the study - anger.

4- There are statistically significant differences in anger among the
members of the research sample according to the variable of
specialization (scientific / humanitarian) and in favor of the students of
humanitarian specialization, there are no statistically significant
differences between the members of the research sample according to
the variable of sex (male / female) in favor of females, there are no
statistically significant differences In anger among the members of the
research sample according to the variable of the study stage (second /
fourth).

5- There is a positive, statistically significant correlation between
cognitive interference and anger.

There is a positive statistically significant correlationn light of the
research results, the researcher came up with some recommendations,
including: Early counseling intervention.For cases that indicate cognitive
problems in their early stages and timely assistanceappropriate for
students and holding seminars for educational staff and urging them to
deal with students’ anger and Conducting training courses for educators
in order to deal with, expanding their knowledge of ways to deal with
students’ resilience, as it will suit according to their age stages.

A number of proposals were also presented, including: Conducting a
similar study on the defined interference. And its relationship to anger
among secondary school students, conducting an empirical study on the
impact of an educational program to reduce anger among Mosul
University students, conduct a study on the cognitive interference and
its relationship to personality traits, conducting an experimental study
on cognitive interference among students
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
