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Abstract

The Political and Cultural Role of Himyar Tribe in Andalusia During the
period of (172-316 A.H. / 788-928 A.D.)

The present study tackles the political and cultural role of the tribe
of Himyar in Andalusia for the period (172-316 A.H./ 788-928 A.D.) to
identify the role of this tribe in the age of Emirate and its influence on
the political and cultural course of events in Andalusia. This study is
divided into introduction and four chapters in addition to the conclusion
and annexes .

The first chapter handles the role of the Himyar tribe in the events
of Andalusia till (172 A.H/788A.D). The chapter includes the social origins
of the tribe and its clans and their role in the conquest of Andalusia
represented by participating in the exploratory campaigns for that
purpose, in addition to the role of the leader Mousa bin Naseer Al
Himyari, the supreme leader of Al Fatih Army, and his sons in the
conquest . The chapter then handles where the Himyars settled in
Andalusia and their contribution to establishing the Umayyad Empire in
Andalusia and their role in the events during the reign of the prince
Abdulrahman Al -Dakhil.

The second chapter focuses on the role of the tribe in the internal
events of Andalusia in the Emirate era represented by the rebellion of
Matrouh Bin Sulaiman Bin Yagthan Alkalbi Al -Himyari in the reign of the
prince Hisham Bin AbdulRahman in addition to their participation in
Rabad movement in the reign of the prince Al-Hakam Al-Rabadi. The
chapter also involves the sedition between Yamani and Madhari tribes
and the role of Himyar tribes in this sedition in the reign of prince
Abdulrahman Al-Awsat. It also tackles the rebellion of Rifaa Al-himyaria
clan in the reign of the prince Mohammed Bin Abdulrahman . Finally it
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talks about the role of the Himyars in the internal events in the reign of
the prince Abdullah Bin Mohammed through their participation in facing
the rebellions of Omar Bin Hafsoon in taking over the leadership of
Umayyad empire army by the Himyars leaders. It also deals with the
role of Himyars in Seville 's rebellion against the prince Abdullah Bin
Mohammed .

The third chapter involves the contribution of Himyars to the
external Andalusia events .The first of these risks was the growing
strength of the northern kingdoms , where great leaders from Himyars
appeared and took over the leadership of Umayyad Emirate army to
confront the greeds of these kingdoms who were trying to expand at the
expense of Islamic Arab countries in Andalusia . The chapter then
handles the role of Himyars to deal with the Europeans danger,
concluding this chapter by shedding light on the role of Himyars in
confronting the Norman danger to Andalusia, who tried three times in
different attacks with no any gain due to the huge resistance they faced
from the citizens before they confront the Empire Emirate army led by
Himyars .

The fourth chapter is about the role of Himyars in the cultural
aspect of Andalusia .It is divided into two parts, the first one is about the
role of Himyars in the Administrative aspect represented by taking over
important administrative positions by Himyars whether in the Hijabah
,ministry, police or in the field of Judiciary where Himyars got the biggest
share of these positions in addition to ruling of the cities of Andalusia .As
for the second part, it discusses their role in the intellectual and cultural
building in Andalusia and enriching Religious sciences whether in
Jurisprudence or Hadith as well as their role in linguistics and literature .

The study concludes that the Himyar tribe is a Yamani tribe
belongs to Sabaa Bin Yashjib Bin Yarib Bin Qahtan and greatly
contributed to the establishment of the Umayyad Emirate in Andalusia
also had an impact on the overall events of the Emirate whether
political or cultural .
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
