The first chapter discusses the historical roots of the tribe Humair and
position of inviting Muslim and converted to Islam and its contribution to
the open Arab territories (the Levant - Egypt - Arab Maghreb), while chapter
IT discussed role of the tribe Humair in the conquer of Andalusia and their
contribution to the campaign commander Tariq ibnZiyad and their efforts in

the campaign commander Musa bin NaseerHumairi.

Chapter III regions of the stability of the tribe Humair and its related
in Andalusia and its role in the events of Andalusia interior for the period

(95-136 AH / 714-754 AD) and the position of the assassination of al-
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Andalus Abdul Aziz ibn Musa Bin NaseerHumairi (95-97 AH / 714-716
