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Abstract

The Penal texts have defined many transgressions which in themselves
constitute passive exploitation and employment of children in multiple forms and
within private provisions that are specific of and themselves and distinct from
others, to be an integral and distinct framework of penal protection for the child
against the child whoever employs children in violation of effective rules of law.
