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abstract

The research aims to identify (the effect of the concept sorting strategy
on the reading comprehension of third—grade female students in the
English language subject and to develop their motivation towards it). For
the purpose of verifying the goal of the research, a null hypothesis was
formulated, and the researcher used the experimental method with two
equal groups, the research population being made up of female grade
students. The third primary school in the government primary schools for
girls affiliated with the Nineveh Education Directorate for the academic
year (2023-2024). The research sample included (60) female students
who were randomly distributed into two groups, one of which was
experimental and numbered (30) students who studied according to the
concept sorting strategy, and the other was control, numbering (30). ) A
student who studied according to the usual method from Al-Ataa Primary
School for Girls. The process of equivalence was carried out between the
two research groups in the variables: chronological age calculated in
months, the educational level of the parents, the students’ grades in the
English language subject for the second grade of primary school, and the
general average of the students’ grades for the second grade of primary
school, to achieve the goal In the research, the researcher prepared two
tools, namely the reading comprehension test consisting of (20) items and
the motivation scale consisting in its final form of (20) items. The validity
of the tools was confirmed by presenting them to a group of experts and
arbitrators. Reliability was calculated and the reliability value reached
(0.83), which is milestones. High stability, and using statistical methods,
the results showed that there was a statistically significant difference at

the level (0.05) between the experimental and control groups in the



reading comprehension scores, as well as the pre— and post-motivation
scale for the students of the experimental group who studied according to
the concept sorting strategy in favor of the experimental group, and in
light of the results and conclusions. The researcher presented a number
of recommendations, most notably: Emphasizing the use of the concept
sorting strategy in teaching the English language subject because of its
importance in increasing reading comprehension and developing

motivation among primary school students

The null hypothesis was rejected and the alternative hypothesis was

accepted as follows:

_ There is a statistically significant difference at the function level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group that studied (with
the concept sorting strategy) and the average scores of the control group

that studied in the traditional way in (Quranic comprehension)

_ There is a statistically significant difference at the function level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group that studied using
the (concept sorting) strategy and the average scores of the control group
that studied (in the traditional method in the post-test measuring

motivation)

_ There is a statistically significant difference at the function level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group that studied using
the (concept sorting) strategy and the average scores of the control group
that studied in the traditional method in the pre— and post-tests of the

motivation scale.

In light of the research results, the researcher came up with a number

of conclusions, including:



_The concept sorting strategy led to the students’ excitement and
enthusiasm for the English language subject and increased their
integration with each other, which led to an increase in their achievement

in the reading comprehension test.
The researcher presented a number of suggestions, including:

_ The effect of the concept sorting strategy on the achievement of fifth—
grade primary school students in the English language subject and

developing their scientific thinking.

In light of the results and conclusions, the researcher presented a
number of recommendations, the most prominent of which are:
Emphasizing the use of the concept sorting strategy in teaching the
English language subject because of its importance in increasing reading

comprehension and developing motivation among primary school students.
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
