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Abstract

The current research aims to investigate an educational program
based on some active learning strategies on third-grade primary pupils'
acquisition of English vocabulary and developing their listening
comprehension and motivation to learn English. To achieve this aim, the
researcher has formulated three null-hypotheses. The researcher
employed a two-group experimental design. The study population
consists of third-grade male pupils in the primary class located on the left
side of Mosul City during the first and second terms of the academic year
(2024-2025). The researcher has intentionally selected Nineveh Primary
School and Janeen Primary School for the experiment. The sample of the
research after excluding the repeaters consists of (64) male pupils, (33)
pupils represented the experimental group, who were been taught by
using Educational Program based on some active learning strategies,
selected randomly from Nineveh school, and (31) pupils represented the
control group, who were taught by using the conventional method, chosen
randomly from Janeen school. A post vocabulary acquisition test
consisting of (18) items was prepared, in addition to preparing a pre-post
listening comprehension test which consisted of (12) items, and a pre-
post motivation scale consisting of (15) items. The experiment lasting all
the academic year (2024-2025), (26 weeks) began on the 13" of Oct.,
2024 and ended on the 14" of April, 2025. After analysing the data using
the T-test of two independent samples, the findings showed the
following:

1. There is a statistically significant difference between the experimental
and control groups in the post-vocabulary acquisition test, favouring

the experimental group.



2. There is a statistically significant difference between the experimental
and control groups in the pre-post listening comprehension test,
favouring the experimental group.

3. There is a statistically significant difference between the experimental
and control groups in the pre-post motivation scale, favouring the

experimental group.
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
