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Abstract

Testimony is one of the most important, most widely used, and
greatest means of criminal proof since man was created on the face of
this earth, because of its great status and high status in Islamic legislation.
Given the importance of the testimony and its effective role in criminal
proof, as it is the most important evidence on which the Iraqi judiciary
relies in its rulings, it may be the only evidence in the incident, so this
study came to address the testimony by researching and comparing
Islamic legislation with positive law, through a preface to the concept of
criminal proof; the testimony in Jewish and Christian law; four chapters;
in the first chapter dealt with the testimony in general, in terms of its
concept, judgment, importance, characteristics and contraindications,
the study also dealt with the methods of proving the testimony and
distinguishing it from other images, and the similarities and differences
between the testimony and experience in Islamic jurisprudence and law;
and the second chapter of the study dealt with the sections of the
certificate in Islamic law in terms of its connection with the witnesses, and
in terms of the degree of its strength, and its sections in the law, The study
also dealt with talking about their ranks and the conditions to be met in
the witness, namely eight, puberty, freedom, reason, memorization,
vision, Islam, speech and justice; the third chapter of the study came to
show the procedures of testimony and the rules governing the arbitration
of testimony, as well as the discretion of the criminal judge in accepting
testimony; in chapter four the study conclude the quorum of testimony in
Islamic legislation, public law and Iraqgi law; and also dealt with the
recommendation and control of witnesses and the reversal of testimony
and its impact on the verdict; It also showed the false testimony and the
impact of the court in its assessment, and mentioned the authenticity of
the single testimony in the criminal proof and the position of the Iraqi
judiciary on it, citing some discriminatory decisions, and proved by the
end of the chapter the conclusion and the most important findings and
recommendations of this study.
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
