Abstract

The emergence of Islam gave great importance to documenting rights,
including the emergence of the profession of notary public. Documentation
appeared since ancient times, as previously documentation was done on clay
tablets, then it developed later on animal skins before the emergence and
production of paper to document legal transactions and prove the rights of
the stakeholders.

As a result of the need and scientific and technological development
witnessed by the world, it led to the emergence of machines of all kinds, their
development and increase in their numbers, and the need to organize them
according to a legal system managed by the state in a way that serves the
economic system and guarantees the rights of individuals within the direction
determined by the state. Countries have enacted various types of laws for the
purpose of legal regulation in various organizational aspects, including legal
and economic ones, due to the importance of machines in the measure of the
development and progress of countries. The latest legislation in Iraq is the
Machine Registration Instructions No. 7 of 1999, amended by Instructions
No. 1 of 2017.

The legislator in the Iraqi law has assigned the task of organizing industrial
projects to the General Directorate of Industrial Development of the Iraqi
Ministry of Industry and Minerals, which operates under Industrial
Investment Law No. 20 of 1998 and subsequent instructions issued pursuant
to it to facilitate its implementation. The various laws have specified the
conditions and requirements that the interested party must fulfill for the
purpose of registering machines, and it begins by submitting a request to
grant a license for an industrial project under establishment to the General
Directorate of Industrial Development to submit it to the Minister of Industry
and Minerals. After obtaining the necessary approvals from the relevant
departments and preparing the property allocated for the industrial project,
the General Directorate of Industrial Development grants a license for a
project under establishment for a specific period pursuant to Instructions No.
3 of 1999, whereby the project must begin to be established within one year
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of granting the license and must be completed within three years from the
date of granting it.

As aresult of scientific and technological development and the increase in
the number of machines, and to facilitate matters for stakeholders in
obtaining a license for an industrial project under establishment, an electronic
window has been opened for the purpose of applying for a license for an
industrial project under establishment, in order to facilitate matters for
stakeholders and save time, effort and money for government departments
and stakeholders. After obtaining approval, the relevant departments are
contacted to obtain their approval and provide the required facilities to grant
the project license and work on its completion in order to serve the legal,
economic and social system of the state and to protect rights and stability of
transactions and society.

The Iraqi legislator has distinguished itself from other legislators in
comparative laws, as it has assigned the process of documenting the
ownership of machines and issuing their registration certificate to the Notary
Public Department and included it among the articles of its law, pursuant to
the Notary Public Law No. 33 of 1998 and the system and instructions related
to its implementation, and considered its registration and issuance of the
machine registration certificate as formal procedures that create the right to
the machines, and no legal action is taken on industrial projects and machines
unless it is documented in the competent Notary Public Department within
the geographical jurisdiction, due to the presence of the machine to be
registered, as after obtaining the original approvals, the interested party
submits a request to the competent Notary Public Department according to
the geographical jurisdiction for the purpose of registering the industrial
project and machines and issuing a machine registration certificate, and the
Notary Public conducts the inspection accompanied by the employee
responsible for registering the machines and the expert specialized in the
machines and the interested parties, and the inspection is conducted to show
the conformity between the specifications required for registering the
machines in the Notary Public Department and the installed machines that
operate within the industrial project site, as there are machines that exist
Within the industrial project, but it cannot be registered in the notary public’s
office, such as the property on which the industrial project is located, cranes,
or tanks, as they fall under the jurisdiction of other departments.
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After the expert submits his report and pays the legal fees in accordance with
the Judicial Fees Law No. 114 of 1981 and its amendments and the Stamp
Duty Law No. 71 of 2012, and completing the procedures at the Notary
Public Department, the industrial project and machines are ready for
registration. After completing the legally prescribed procedures, the
industrial project and machines are registered in the records and files of the
Notary Public Department, and a machine registration certificate is issued, in
three original copies. A copy is placed in the industrial project file, a copy in
the public file of the Notary Public Department, and a copy is for the
interested party. The machine registration certificate is considered an official
document that cannot be challenged except by forgery.
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
