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Abstract

Several parallels emerge from Al-Mutanabbi’s poetry, and a branch
of vocabulary that includes rhetorical elements that are similar and equal
in the structure of the parallel text. The research noted a widespread
emergence of parallelism that includes more than one word that is parallel
in meaning and structure. The research observes the dualities of
parallelism in Al-Mutanabbi’s poetry in two chapters:

The first chapter: includes material parallel dualism, including
(parallel chromatic dualism), which is characterized by artistic paintings
that the poet draws with words that are woven in parallel with his poems,
as color, in both its direct and implicit types, brings together important
symbols in parallelism, as in the two colors, explicit black and white, and
the implied light and darkness. It also includes (proximity and distance)
parallels, (invisibility and manifestation) and parallels of appearance and
concealment.

As for the second chapter: it included the duality of morality, which
included: (Strength and weakness) as the poet explains the sources of
strength and weakness in all its forms and types, and (connection and
abandonment) through his connection and love, and his abandonment of
his home and distance from loved ones, and (pleasure and pain) as the
poet combined his feeling of pleasure through his love for poetry and
high status, and his expression of pain and his negative feelings, in
addition to clarifying parallel dualities and selecting each sample with its
corresponding synonym. We have relied in our research on selecting
poetic texts as a result of their abundance, and we mention in the

conclusion the most prominent results that the research reached.
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
