Human rights focus on the foundations of equality and freedom and are
described as a fixed value given to man as part of the human group, but
sometimes it may not be able to reach the guarantee of human rights by
adopting freedom and equality only, but needs to focus on the basis of justice to
be able to reach the essence of human rights, especially if the individual or
group is unable to master human rights as the traditional based on freedom and
equality.

Here came the need to adopt special measures taken for the purposes of
human rights work based on the fundamentals of justice, and in this direction
the term positive discrimination emerged as a special procedure that guarantees
the individual or the group access to human rights; Therefore, the relevant
international treaties and national legislation have been keen to adopt positive
discrimination as a special measure guaranteeing the human rights of an
individual suffering from the inability to benefit from some human rights if they
adopt them in their traditional sense for reasons related to his health, social or
age status, as well as providing these rights to special groups that amount to the
promotion of their original rights for reasons associated with these groups being
a minority or indigenous peoples.

This study is based on the understanding of positive discrimination, its
nature and methods of enforcement, whether international or national
legislation.
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
