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ABSTRACT

Despite the fact that international economic sanctions is a mean of
pressure on countries that violate the rules of public international law and
is a peaceful alternative to military action, But reviewing the history of
these sanctions and their applications, especially during the 1990s,
confirms that they can not be considered as a peaceful means to solve
international problems. As they have disastrous consequences for the
civilian no less harmful than those resulting from the use of military
force, especially its devastating effects on vulnerable groups, such as
children, women, the disabled and the infirm.

Regarding Iraq, the effects of comprehensive economic sanctions
imposed on the beginning of the nineties of the last century included all
social groups, leaving no productive or service sector but destroyed, the
impact was more deadly to wvulnerable groups of the population,
especially children as These sanctions are more severe in this category
than in other age groups. The consequences of acute shortages of food,
medicine and other necessities for life are rapidly affecting children for
their inability to stand firm and resist in such harsh living conditions.

In order to prevent the recurrence of these tragedies in the future,
some voices called for the international community to act quickly to find
the best alternative to economic sanctions that would be more appropriate
in deterring those responsible for violating international laws and less
impacting on human rights in general and children's rights in particular.
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
