The poet Maad al-Jubouri is among those who left a mark on playwriting
in Iraq, although he was more famous for writing poetry than a
playwright, but with his broad horizons and technical tools that enabled
him to have a creative presence in the field of playwriting, The first
writers who wrote the modern poetic play in Iraq, with what distinguished
his theatrical texts with a high level of craftsmanship, whether technically
through his extensive knowledge of the dramatic requirements and his
provisions for the construction of his plays, or at the level of the political,
social and intellectual implications expressed by those texts. trying to
take advantage of the current political and social conditions in order to
influence the behavior of individuals, directing some ideas and
philosophies, in order to present them and alert them, and thus change;
With the intent of producing human worlds that push the individual to
prove his presence in the environment that suffers from turmoil at all
levels, and Al-Jubouri tried to put forward his ideas to explode the
potential energy of the individual and stimulate his awareness of human
belonging, and this is what made many theater groups seize his theatrical
works to be a rich material presented to Iraqi theater stage in more than
one cultural event.

Despite the importance of his plays to many scholars who devoted critical
articles to them in many cultural newspapers and magazines, we did not
find a scholar who dealt with their dramatic structure in an academic
study, and this was the main incentive for this study to be under the title
(The Dramatic Structure in a Contemporary Theatre). Jubouri poetic). It
stood through a research structure that 1 followed, which consisted of
three chapters according to the elements of the dramatic structure, after I
took from the texts of the plays what corresponds to the purpose of

application and analysis based on the descriptive approach as an
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appropriate tool in analyzing the dramatic elements of these texts, each of
which presents a theoretical entrance that I benefited From a number of
theoretical studies that studied theater.

I have looked at two previous academic studies that dealt with Al-
Jubouri’s product, namely: (Rhythm in Al-Tafilah Poetry - Reading in
Ma’ad Al-Jubouri’s Poetic Speech) by Dr. Qassem Mahmoud Al-Jeraisy,
and the other study was (Enlil’s Manifestations - Legendary and
Historical Characters in Theatrical Poetry -), then a large group of
Research published in periodicals such as (The Besieged Text) Najman
Yassin, (Poetic Biography of the Place) Muhammad Saber Obaid, and

many others.
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
