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ABSTRACT

It is recognized that the rule in the legislation that the origin of the
permissible acts and the exception is criminalization, and that the Penal
Code determines the material behavior that constitutes a crime and punish
him, and that the law does not criminalize all acts that come to the
individual community, but only choose acts that cause a disturbance in
the Society as a result of its damage or threat to the important interests of
society or individuals.

Criminal behavior is therefore the most important element of the
crime and the most revealing of the violation of the perpetrator of the law,
since there is no crime without conduct, and it is therefore said that the
behavior represents the crime of the article and the law Criminal behavior
is the common denominator of all criminal law problems.

In spite of this importance of criminal behavior, we have not found
a study in the field of law specialized in the development of a framework
of its own highlighting its entity and provisions, so this study was an
attempt to establish the foundations and provisions of criminal behavior
in the framework of general theory, to take account of these grounds by
the legislator as law abusers or On the part of the judiciary as its
application, or on the part of the seeker of knowledge as recipient and
diligent.

We have ensured that this study includes the work of the jurists of
criminal law - Iraqi and comparative - effort and diligence to explain and
clarify this element of the element of the physical element of the crime, in
order to identify the need to touch the best solution in each part of the
elements of criminal behavior.

In order to clarify these ideas, the study began with the
identification of an officer of criminal behavior through which to identify
the criminal behavior, and then the definition of the criminal behavior in
terms of definition and statement of characteristics and importance, and
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the standard of criminalization, and then addressed the clarification of the
content of criminal behavior in terms of forms and types and forms of
commission, The study also showed the criminal behavior in criminal
responsibility in terms of its effect and the ruling on its symptoms to be
achieved, ending with a statement of the criminal behavior of the penalty,
explaining its direct impact on the penalty and its indirect impact on the
penalty. The study was followed by a conclusion that included the most
important conclusions and recommendations.

As we have seen that the officer in determining criminal behavior
is the legal model of the crime, as we have noted that what the legislator
in his orders and intentions of the law is the criminal behavior, whether
positive behavior or negative behavior, and the relations regulated by law
in the field of law enforcement to the interviewees in terms of terms in
terms of Criminal responsibility or punishment is essentially the focus of
the criminal behavior itself, in its external signs, its real manifestations
and its material characteristics. It is the subject of criminalization and its
superiority, which it envisages to prove or deny. In this light, the
distinction between crimes is differentiated.

In some of the provisions of the Penal Code, we have also pointed
out that the Iraqi legislator did not take some considerations when
regulating the criminal conduct, such as the terminology used, for
example, or the type of penalty imposed on the conduct, which led us to
make some recommendations, including proposals to amend these
provisions in accordance with the provisions of the Penal Code. Criminal
behavior and punishment targets.
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
