of it are related by the human being.

The handicap is a lesion or loss touch the individual in one of
his organs as result of obtained environmentally and hereditary
factors that reduce or prevent or limit him from live the normal life it
may affect completely his perception and volition and make him in
capacity persons or just reduce one of them or both of them and in
two cases the effect be in the responsibility may prevent it from rise
or reduce it, the handicapped is the category that belong to the
(Special Needs People) which anciently suffered from injustice and
severity in their treatment as a result of ignorance of the facts by
some of ancient societies ,and the criminal protection for
handicapped seems in criminal responsibility at all kinds whereas
the individual be a responsible when the criminal capacity is exist
and he is not if the criminal capacity is not exist , and the term
of(SNP) is a new one emerged with the development that happened in
society sight to these people (SNP) and it is a less severity than the
handicapped or idiot or paralyzed terms ...etc, and the(SNP) group
contains : handicapped , old persons ,and gifted people ,and we have
to know that not all old persons suffer from mental diseases but
every old persons in our life needs from us a special care as

appreciation to him for his life efforts and needs to legally care and
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protection , there are kinds of handicap one touch the senses other
touch the body organs called organic handicap and some touch the
minds called mentally handicap , we care about what is the handicap
effect in criminal law ? we notice that its effect appear through the
perception and volition and through the Iraqi penal code and the
comparative penal codes we figured that this category get a legal care
but an in direct way .

So we divided this thesis into three chapters ,we called the first
(the criminal protection for handicapped) we explained the definition
of criminal protection then we explained the three categories of
(SNP) and we saw that we had two explore all of its categories to
reach our subject (handicapped) and we defined them in several
ways (legally , socially ) , and in the second chapter (the nature of
handicap) we allocated to defined the handicap by all its
classification and kinds and cause the mentally handicap is the pivot
of all penal codes so we can concentrate on it ,and in the third
chapter we allocated to the effect of handicap on criminal
responsibility, in theory and in fact , we took the responsibility roots
and its factors then the responsibility disabilities and its practice in
penal codes then we took the difference between criminal
responsibility and civil responsibility , we figured that the handicap
may affect on criminal responsibility in three ways , it may make the
handicapped not responsible at all if his handicap vanquished his
perception an volition , it may reduce the handicapped responsibility
if his handicap reduce his (P and V) or one of them , at last the
handicap has no affect if his handicap did not has any affect on his

perception and volition at all .
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
