Andalusian poetry is replete with many poetic images that are unique to
it, and are distinguished by the bewitching beauty in all the topics that it
touches upon. The Andalusian poets presented beautiful images
expressing their feelings and their sense of tasting the beauty around
them, and that the land of Andalusia is one of the most beautiful parts of
the earth in terms of its location and beauty Its nature and the abundance
of its wealth.. All of this was reflected in the sentiments of the poets, and
they produced images of the utmost beauty and splendor.
And I was impressed by Andalusian poetry since I studied it in the third
stage of my bachelor’s degree, and I had a strong and urgent desire to
obtain a master’s degree in Andalusian literature, and because the book
(The Banners of the Distinguished and the Goals of the Distinguished) by
Ibn Saced Al-Andalusi is considered one of the treasures of literature, and
one of the important books that Ibn Saeed chose Its material is from the
book (Morocco in the Jewels of Morocco), and we did not find anyone
who studied it previously, so my supervisor of the thesis, Dr. Ghaida
Ahmed Saadoun, suggested that we study in it the poetic images of their
strangeness and distinction, and shed light on the aesthetic aspect of
them.
Based on this, the title of the letter came (The Aesthetics of the Poetic
Image in the Book of Banners of the Distinguished and the Goals of the
Distinguished by Ibn Saced Al-Andalusi (d. 685 AH).
We stopped at the most prominent pictures in it, as we wanted to
highlight the sites of beauty in them, whether in depicting personalities,

aspects of nature, or artifacts.

Andalusi expressed this in his anthologies, which he selected from the
poetry of mostly Andalusian poets, sometimes from the Arab Maghreb,

and a few from the poetry of Sicilian poets.
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
