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The most important conclusions reached by the researcher are:

1- The effectiveness of the measure of emotional innovation among
players Nineveh Governorate clubs Tackwondo game and its ability to
diagnose when used as a means of measurement.

2- There is a discrepancy in arranging dimensions of emotional innovation
Nineveh governorate club players game of Taekwondo According to the
emotional innovation scale.

3- Taekwondo players in clubs Nineveh Governorate have high negative
scores on a scale Psychological stress.

4- There 1s a significant statistical relationship Between emotional
innovation and its dimensions and the degree of psychological stress
Nineveh governorate club players Tackwondo bolus.

study sample, the researcher recommends the following:

1- Benefiting from the emotional innovation scale, which was built by the
researcher in conducting many similar studies related to emotional
innovation and its relationship to other variables, so that we can know the
effects and impact of emotional innovation through its different
dimensions with those variables.

2- Periodic psychological examination of Tackwondo players in order to
identify the extent of their psychological needs and problems and provide
conditions for them to benefit from the training and psychological
programs that are offered to them in order to raise the level of their
emotional innovation.

3- Working to raise the level of tackwondo players' awareness of their
emotions and the emotions of others and how to control them through
psychological and counseling programs in order to increase the level of
emotional capabilities that include creative and emotional.

4- Educating and notifying those in charge of psychological care for
Taekwondo players (trainers - administrators) of the need to pay attention
to the phenomenon of psychological pressure, especially with its high
levels and the multiplicity of its sources and causes, in order to carry out
a periodic review and continuous assessment of psychological stress by
detecting levels of psychological pressure and diagnosing the reasons for
its rise and fall from levels Moderate and research in the causative factors
in the events of psychological stress.
