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ABSTRACT

In ancient times, power was the predominant feature that governed

relations between nations, or as it was called by the "law of the jungle".
The powerful states ruled weak and small states, imposed their conditions
and managed them as they wished, and the use of force was often
legitimate the situation in the "Just war". Then little by little, this began to
take control of countries and governments, prevent external interference
in their internal affairs and form alliances, strength relations with other
countries to protect their sovereignty and its people from wars and
external interventions, and become stronger as a group and manages its
state as you like without Guard or Sultan as the owner of power and
absolute sovereignty.

Many wars and armed conflicts broke out within one state or
between states because of the violations that were occurring against
human rights, because man was oppressed and like the man obeyed the
orders of his masters. There were different classes inside the state and
each class had its own value and status given to it by the whims of the
ruling authority. But the human began to feel that the individual has his
own dignity and has the right to live free and eat and drink and travel and
express his opinion as he pleases. the peoples demanding their rights and
got a lot of revolutions, especially in the continent of Europe, such as the
French Revolution in 1789

Then governments gradually gave their rights and liberties to the
people until they got their full rights in the constitutions, but they did not
enjoy them to the fullest and in many cases it was a ink on paper.

After the founding of the United Nations in 1945 and its associated
Human Rights Council and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights in
1948, human rights became a global issue and removed it from the
internal affairs of the state and considered it an international affair. And
then many international and regional organizations concerned with
human rights, women, children and others, Several International and
regional agreements have been concluded that focused on this matter. It
did not stop at this point, but the individual has an international position
that can claim his rights and complain when these rights are violated by

many international bodies and organizations And regional relations
without reference to its state or sometimes against its will.

But this has encountered difficulties and obstacles in the beginning
of its emergence in its new form because of the principles of sovereignty
and non-interference, which were the pillars of the United Nations since
its inception, which has won the acceptance of the international
community and entire states. How will the UN protect human beings
from injustice and persecution if their state does not cooperate with the
organization or is it the cause of this injustice, oppression and abuse of
the rights of a certain minority or the peoples of a particular region of the
country?

The answer to this question is "the principle of the responsibility of
protection", which appeared after the new millennium in its new form.
The United Nations has the broad powers, responsibilities and
mechanisms to intervene in the affairs of States when they violate human
rights or to maintain international peace and security. And the
Sovereignty has become flexible and not absolute trend toward the
developments and changes taking place in the world, such as
globalization, internationalization and others, and sovereignty became a
responsibility in the necks of the rulers and not the authority exercised by
the rulers to the governed as they wish.

This principle is a new and good principle that has appeared to
service humanity and to protect the human, And maintain international
peace and security, reduce wars and internal conflicts, interfere with the
affairs of states, weaken state authority, increase the powers of the United
Nations and reduce the influence of great states in relative terms. Because
these states until now has a clear impact on the UN organization and its
Decisions, especially the five permanent members of the Security
Council, which have the veto power, and sometimes control and manage
the principles of this principle as they wish. Despite all of the above, the
principle of responsibility for protection has appeared to serve both States
and peoples because States have begun to respect human rights and to
refrain from persecuting peoples and arbitrarily violating their rights and
illegal acts internally and externally For fear of accountability and
intervention, although this principle disadvantages but more positive.
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
