" made worse than in past. This calls the organizations and associations to
protect this poor category in the society and to work harder in order to save
those beggars, definitely of women. This phenomenon has increased
because of poverty and general reasons related closely to the society such

as the lowness of the general awareness level, the rising of life costs, the

insufficiency of families' resources, the negative effects of wars and
economical embargo for many years, and the absence of the educational
ways, particularly in the last two decades as well as other reasons which
Jead to the appearance of this phenomenon so that one couldn't see street,
lane, or traffic crossways without women Or girls who are beggars. Hence,

the importance of this study is to be under discussion as this phenomenon

has become a problem in the Mosuli society and all of us should have their

duty to get red of it.

There is no doubt that the aim of this study is to know the societal and
economical conditions and factors which are beyond this phenomenon;
this study helps to analyze this problem which is facing the poor category

and then treating it. It is noticed that this phenomenon is preferred by
women due to many reasons we are trying to explain and to answer all

queries in this regard. We divided this study into theoretical and field

approach, each one included four sections. In regard to the methodology,




1- The study detected that there are many young women practice beggary
for the first time and they are toughly exploited. Youth girls ,teenagers,
and women at their mid-ages have familiarly become beggars and

repeatedly seen at all streets doing so, i.e. beggary.
The study also showed that most women under investigation lived

within families that are having many controversies, this lead to breaking
up and cracking those families, for example, because of divorce, the

husband's death, or the husband is in jail etc. Thereupon, some wWomen

are going to practice beggary at streets.
The data of this study reached to the conclusion that most of the

women, girls, etc wouldn't like to give up beggary as it gives them
material advantages.

Furthermore, the study has many recommendations and suggestions as

follows:
1- It is necessary to re-studying the law concerning with the society

protection net and paying salaries for families who need money indeed,
so as not to practice beggary, and at the same time, these salaries
mustn't be paid for those who are insisting on asking people for money,

this is so in order not to encourage them of practicing beggary in future
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
