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Abstract

Political stability is a collective demand sought by nations and
peoples because of the resulting atmosphere and environment necessary to
achieve security, development and prosperity for the country. It also
achieves a suitable atmosphere for the exchange of power between the
various political forces and the freedom of political action and the activity

of political parties.

The continuous deterioration of the Arab situation was the reason for
the outbreak of protests that took place in the Arab world, including Egypt,
in 2011, which were called (the Arab Spring revolutions). The situation in
the Arab world, however, the combination of counter-revolutionary forces,
on various levels, led to their abortion, one after the other, at least

temporarily, which affected the political stability of these countries.

The study concluded that what happened in the Arab political
systems, including Egypt, is that one of the biggest problems of the Arab
Spring is the attempt to overthrow the ruler and maintain the nature of the
rule, and more than that, the majority of political opposition to the ruling
regimes in the Arab world did not possess any political project that could
satisfy the aspirations of the street In the Arab world, the situation remained

as it was without any change in the policy of the new authority.

Therefore, we decided in this study to investigate how the process of
change and reform affected the achievement of political stability in the Arab
region after 2011. This study was divided into three chapters in addition to

the introduction and conclusion.

In the first chapter, we dealt with the theoretical framework of the
concept of engineering power, political stability and the political system,

and divided into two sections.
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The second chapter was entitled “The architecture of power and the
nature of political change in the Arab political systems after 2011. This
chapter was divided into two sections. In the first research, we dealt with
political transformations in Arab regimes, and in the second section we
discussed the impact of restructuring the authority in achieving political

stability after 2011.

As for the third and final chapter, it came under the title of
dismantling and rebuilding power in Egypt after 2011 (indicators of stability
and continuity), and it was also divided into two sections. 2013 As for the
conclusion, we have summarized the most important themes dealt with in
the study, to come out with a set of conclusions and proposals that formed

the outcome of this modest effort.
