Abstract

The current study tackled the defensive fortifications of Andalusia in
the era of Emirate (138-316 A.H. / 755-928 A.D.) to shed light on the
most important defensive means Andalusian used to stop their enemies
and the way in which they enhance their land and sea fortifications in
additio to identify the role played by these defensive fortifications and
their effect on the sovereignty of Andalusia and the preservation of its
security and stability.

This study was divided into an introduction, four chapters,
conclusion and appendices. Chapter one dealt with the nature of the
defensive fortifications, their geography and natural fortifications in
addition to the political developments since the Emirate was established
by Abdulrahman Ibn Mu'awiya and the religious and military factors on
which the sovereignty of the country was pivoted. From the other hand,
chapter two dealt with the defensive lines and locations and their military
and religious importance.

Chapter three tackled the urban patterns of the defensive
fortifications including the walls, forts and citadels and clarified the role
played by each pattern in terms of repulsing the enemy external attacks
and te fortification of the Andalusian cities. While chapter four was
dedicated to discuss the marine defensive fortifications. It investigated
their emergence and the fleets in addition to the leadership of the
Andalusian fleets, types of ships, the most important weapons in these
ships and the mobilization of the Andalusian fleet.

The study concluded that the geography of Andalusia imposed on its
inhabitants to be in a defensive situation all the time as it is segregated
from the assistance of the Islamic Arab State in the east and the west and
that had been proven by the skillful leadership that unified the country

and defeated the enemy raids, vanquishing the turbulence and internal
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insurgency due to the geographic location and natural fortifications as
well as the policy of the Umayyd princes in reigning the country. It also
rested on the military and religious factors which withstand against the
greedy in order to preserve the security and sovereignty of Andalusia in
addition to the great role played by the adjacent border areas of Andalusia
which were taken care of by te rulers as these areas were considered a
buffer between the Muslims and their enemies. So, the princes maintained
the military momentum and the role of the defensive Jihadi bases
represented by "Ribatat", which were always ready for any emergency.
The role of the urban patterns was prominent and this was represented by
the walls, citadels and forts and their great importance as the historical
event proved the necessity to take a good care of them by the rulers of
Andalusia. In addition to that, Andalusia was characterized with a great
naval force and a strong fleet in addition to many ship factories that
enabled the Umayyad princes from establishing a naval defensive system
that involved all the defensive means to protect Andalusia from the

external attacks and raids.
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
