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ABSTRACT

World Trade Organization is mainly concerned with international
commercial laws to ensure the flow of international trade easily and
freely. Both the producer and the consumer aim at achieving stability in
goods flow with more broad selection. Our study investigated the impacts
of World Trade Organization policies on total exports manufactured for
some developing countries. This is done by relying on the hypothesis that
World Trade Organization policies have positive effects on total exports
manufactured for some developing countries. To prove the study
hypothesis, some developing countries are selected to be the study sample
including Thailand, Malaysia, Philippine, Peru, Morocco, Turkey,
Uruguay and Mexico. Time series data are used to estimate the
phenomenon under study for each country as these data reflect the
changes in the country total manufactured exports in accordance with
each country characteristics differing among the countries themselves.

The following results are drawn up:

1. Increasing the value of total exports for all the sample countries
when joining World Trade Organization.

2. Varying the impacts of independent variables representing World
Trade Organization policies on total manufactured exports for the
sample countries.

Thus, the study recommends the following:

1. Developing countries should coordinate with international trade
conditions, as it is an indispensable part of international trade
system.

2. Establishing free trade zones because they are the optimal means
to protect developing countries industries and to make use of
natural integration of natural, human and financial sources to get a

better position in international work division.
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
