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Abstract

This study aims to: find out the students' attitudes towards teaching profession,
discover if there is a statistically significant difference between students’ attitudes
at the College of Basic Education in Morning and Evening classes, and find out if
there is a statistically significant difference in attitudes between male and female
students towards teaching profession. The sample of the study consists of (110)
male and female students were selected from the College of Basic
Education/Department of English/fourth stage, which representing (23%) of the
study population which was (485).

The researcher has adopted the analytical descriptive methodology was used to
collect, describe and analyze data by adapting a questionnaire that consisted of (29)
items, distributed into three domains (tendency, curriculum, environment). Each
item was scaled according to the three-point Likert scale (agree, moderate,
disagree). Then, the data were analyzed using statistical means. The researcher
extracted the calculated means and standard deviations, used T-test for one sample
to discover whether the students had attitudes towards teaching profession, and
used T-test for two independent samples to find out if there were statistically
significant differences between the students’ attitudes towards teaching profession

according to the variables of gender and study type .
The results of the study showed that:

1. The level of EFL Department students’ attitudes at the College of Basic
Education towards teaching profession was (71.2909), which indicates that

the result is high in comparison with the theoretical mean (58), which is a



percentage that indicates the students had a positive inclination towards
teaching profession.

. It was found that the curriculum has a major role in the attitudes of the EFL
Department students towards teaching profession in particular.

. There is no statistically significant difference between the mean scores of
the male and female students’ attitudes towards teaching profession in
terms of the tendencies and environment domains and total degree, which
means that both of them show positive attitudes towards teaching
profession. However, there is a statistical difference between the attitudes
of male and female students concerning the domain of the curriculum in
favor of females.

. The mean values show that there is no significant difference between the
mean scores of students' attitudes at the College of Basic Education in both
the Morning and Evening classes towards teaching profession, which

means that both show positive attitudes towards teaching profession.
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
