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Abstract

This study aims to identify the civilizational concept that has been addressed by all
societies including developed and developing countries as a basis for building a
civilized society that keeps pace with the changes of the current rea and the system
of societies-values, which is the concept of intellectual security in all its societal
and academic fields. Due to the importance of this concept, many field and office
studies have tackled it and proved the importance of this concept, especially for the
youths¢ focusing on protecting them from all destructive ideas that distort the
tolerant doctrine of Islam and accuse it of terrorism and backwardness.
From this standpoint, the current research aims at identifying (the role of the
school in reinforcing intellectual security among high-school students in Mosul
city), and the researcher used the descriptive survey-analytical method through the
application of a field survey according to a questionnaire consisting of (35) items
distributed over (5) areas (school administration, teacher, counselor, curricula,
student activity) and after collecting th data, from (400) male and female students
from both scientific and literary branches, it was analyzed statistically using
(SPSS) program.
The research has also reached the following results:
1- Preparatory school students in Mosul city have an appropriate level of
intellectual security.
2- Students in the literary branch have a better level of intellectual security than
their peers in the scientific branch.
3- Female preparatory school students have a better intellectual security than
male students in the same level.
In light of the results, the researcher came out with a number of conclusions, the
most important of which is that the religious motive, the state’s security concern,
and the societal values in the city all contributed, along with the school, to
enhancing intellectual security among students at this stage, and there are positive
indicators among most students against the dark ideology of ISIS and criminals
like it. Moreover, the researcher presented a number of recommendations to the
relevant authorities to promote intellectual security among students and encourage
them to pursue sound citizenship. Finally, the study concluded with a number of
suggestions for future research in this field.
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
