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Abstract

Ibn Al_Atheer is one of the most prominent Muslim scholars in the
field of history He was a well-versed scholar after taking the science
from the most prominent elders of era . and Al-Hadeeth and genealogy
of his family Lead him to produce number of books which gained wide
fame like Al- Kamil fi al- Tarikh.

Ibn Al-Atheer focused on political events and recorded them clearly
for the period about six centuries He recorded events of the east and
west . This dissertation is divided into : the introduction , six chapters
as well as the conclusion . Chapter One deals with the biography of Ibn
Al- Atheer , specially its inception , his family most prominent of his
Sheikhs as well as his writings , Methodology in his book ( Al- Kamil ),
and sources he reported as well as the sources were taken from .

The second chapter deals with cultural information and Islamic
affairs such as Quranic sciences , Alhadeeth science ,Jurisprudence
and its sources It also studies It deals The famous schools of thought
and linguistic sciences such as grammer and literature and history as
humanities. And so delt with the mental sciences such as medicine,
mathmatics, philosophy, and others . as well as explained Islamic groups
such as Sufism and M'utazila where as Fifth chapter delt with Ascetics
preachers who were mentioned by important scholars ibn alatheer wrte

systems known in the Abbasid Era such as Al Wazara elimination and



police judiciary AlHijaba and Al husba.lbn Al Atheer showed shortened
information about who took that positions when he refered to the context
of the year about political events or through specific paragraph listed

those who died by the end of each year .

Fourth chapter included topics related to various economic activities
and related to the rise of prices and markets and the most natural
disasters such as earthquackes flods and fires as well as climate factors
like rain These phenomena had a negative impact on the Islamic
community and the economy of that time especially at agricultural field

that was the most important part of economy .

Ibn Al Atheer explained his paragraphs about the economic aspeets
as a shortened copy ,sometimes he mentioned its roles and results in

addition to his overstatements .
