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Abstract

All thanks are due to Allah and may Allah's Blessings be upon the

Chosen men and our prophet Mohammad son of Abdullah.

The present study focuses on the term "nazala" in the Glorious
Quran in all the different derivations and the meanings of the word. This
word recurs 293 times in 257 Holly verses. After studying the lexical
meanings and the linguistic connotations of the word, we found out that
this word has 7 semantic connotations. However, we do not claim that
these are the only meanings, but we believe it to be a mere insight into the

matter.

The study is divided between the linguistic and semantic and a
search n the meanings of this word in all contexts in which it recurred.
We started with a preface n which we deal with the terms meaning and
possibility followed by nine sections. The first section is entitled " inzal
(sending down)" in its real meaning. Then the other sections tackle the
figurative meanings. Therefore, Section Two is entitled "Alwahi"
(revelation) and the associated meanings like ilga', ilham, 'eda’, etc.
Section Three is entitled "Alkhaq" (creation) and the associated
meanings like insha', 'ijad, taqdeer; section four is entitled "Bayan" (bring
to light) and the associated meanings like Takleem, Khitab, Alqowl.
Section five is entitled "Iblagh" (informing) and the associated meanings
like Irsal, Esal, Alhuboot. Section Six is entitled " Amr" (Orders) and the
associated meanings like Eslah, Takleef etc. Section Seven "Ikram"
(Generosity) and the associated meanings like I'ta', Eta'a, Taskheer,
Ta'leem, Tamkeen, Dhiyafa, Kifaya, etc. Section Eight deals with
different meanings like Al-Tayeed, Adam Al-Tayeed (Support and lack
of support), Algaza' thawaba wa Eqaba (The penalty reward and
punishment), Magee (Advent) Esum Al-Mura (Name time), and

Almawagqe (Location).

The conclusion presents the major findings, so thanks to Allah
