Abstract

The researcher finds that there is a clear weakness in the results of the
students and in the achievement of the educational result of distraction
and the lack of concentration of attention during reading and preparation
and performing duties and classroom participation, etc., which led to a
decline in the chances of success and excellence It is necessary to pay
attention to the student's abilities and mental perception and the ability
to focus attention, and through the analysis of the content of this study
and its implications of scientific ideas has emerged an urgent need to
study the concentration of attention and impact on the personality of
students and their academic achievement, and the focus of attention to
the importance of the human personality in general.

The second concept, which the researcher saw as linking the variable of
concentration of attention, is the personality model (AB), which the
researcher considered to be very important because it represents an
advantage in placing individuals within specific patterns of personality in
many areas: career guidance and career, Education, and the means to
develop teaching methods that suit different types of personality, and
benefit in the process of educational guidance through the use of the
most appropriate way to guide students to understand themselves and

develop their abilities to deal well with their strengths and weaknesses.

Friedman and Rosen man (1964) have shown that the personality style
(A) is similar in many areas. They are very competitive, high achievers,
aggressive, hasty, impatient, tense in their facial muscles, (B) Their
personality traits are: freedom from aggression and the ability to relax,

working without feeling short of time or frustrated, prefer to participate in
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sports and other promotional activities without the need To feel superior
or to show their ability.

1. Identify the level of concentration of attention among middle school
students.

2. ldentifying the personal models (A-B) in the middle school students.
3. Identifying the level of each type of personality in the middle school
students.

4. Identify the differences in the level of concentration of attention
depending on the variables:

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In order to verify the objectives of the research, the following hypotheses

were developed:

1. There is a statistically significant difference in the level of
concentration of attention among middle school students.

2. ldentifying the personal models (A-B) in the middle school students.
3. There is no statistically significant difference in the level of each type
of personality in the middle school students.

4. There is no statistically significant difference in the concentration of
attention according to the variables:

A. Sex (males, females).

B. Specialty (scientific, literary).

5. There is no statistically significant difference in the level of each type
of personality depending on the variables:

A. Sex (males, females).

B. Specialty (scientific, literary).

6. Is there a statistical significance in the relationship between the
concentration of attention with the personal patterns (A-B) in the middle
school students in general.

7. Is there a statistical significance in the relationship between
concentration of attention with the typical personal areas (A-B) in middle
school students in general.

8. There are no statistically significant differences in the relationship
between concentration of attention with each pattern of personality
according to variables:

A. Sex (males, females).

B. Specialty (scientific, literary).
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9. There are no statistically significant differences in the relationship
between concentration of attention with each type of personality (A-B) in

middle school students in general.

In order to achieve the objectives of the research, the attention—
concentration test (Borden—Nagimov) prepared and translated by Abdul
Jawad Taha (1971) and the construction of a personal model scale (AB)
were adopted. The cykometric properties of the test and the scale, (308)
students were randomly selected as a class of fourth grade students of
both sexes (male and female) and from both fields (scientific-literary).
The results of the current research for the first target showed that the
members of the research sample have a level of concentration Attention:
Through the achievement of the second objective, there were 151
students of type (A) And (130) students of type (B) The researcher
excluded (27) students where they were neutral. The third goal showed
the existence of a level of personality patterns of each type on its own,
The results of the fifth target resulted in a statistically significant
difference in the level of A according to the gender variable, the
specialization (scientific-literary) In addition, there is no statistically
significant difference in the level of (B) according to the sex variables
(male - female), and specialization (scientific — literary). The results of
the study showed that there is a significant correlation between the
concentration of attention with the first field and the second field of
pattern (A). There is also a significant correlation between Concentration
of attention with the second area of pattern (B), showed the results of
the eighth target; There was no statistically significant difference in the
level of relationship between the two instruments according to the sex
variables (male and female) and the specialization (scientific—literary) for

type (A). There was also no statistically significant difference in the
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relationship between the two instruments according to gender variables.
Female), and the specialization (scientific-literary). As for the results of
the ninth and final objective, there is a statistically significant difference
in the level of relationship between the two types with attention

concentration and in favor of pattern (A).
In the light of the results of the research, the researcher presented some
conclusions, recommendations and suggestions that could be a way for

future research.
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
