Abstract

The Syrian poet Nizar Qabbani has caused an uproar in the literary
arena since the publication of his first poetry collection, as he violated the
method of poetic systems usual for his predecessors. He wrote in a simple
language in which he presents the ambiguity, and through it he built a
bridge to communicate with the audience who worked on reading his
poetry. With his various cultural levels, achieving great fame, through
which his name became a brilliant star in the sky of poetry, as he was able
to attract recipients of his poetry with his modernist style that penetrated
through him to the world of the silent This was evident in his discussion
of women in a way different from those of his predecessors and
contemporaries, as well as his exposure to political systems and his harsh
criticism of rulers and politicians, and this i1s what made his poetic
experience the subject of indignation and satire among a number of critics
and scholars, and despite the admiration and support he gained among
others, As a result of the extensive studies on Nizar Qabbani’s poetry in
scientific and monetary institutions that were between sick and fat, we
studied his poetry in Algerian academic criticism through letters and
theses in the time period of (2005 AD - 2019 AD), within the literature
and criticism tracks only, and this is what We adopted the "Critique of
Criticism" approach in the course of our studies, and the number of
studies reached twenty-eight studies, distributed among four academic
thesis and twenty-four master's thesis.

In this study, we touched upon the disclosure of the Algerian
academic critical treatments of Nizar's poetry within the modern critical
curricula that manifested within the contextual and systemic tracks, and
we followed the descriptive and inductive approach as a way to critically
address these studies and what the scholars adhered to from the curricula

and mechanisms in their studies of Nizar's poetry or not. The extent of
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their analytical capabilities for its poetic texts and topics, and the research
plan has been aligned with a preface, and two chapters, preceded by an
introduction, and followed by a conclusion that included the most
prominent findings we reached, as well as a special glossary of Algerian
letters and theses, the study sample.

In the preface, tagged with (On the Concept of Criticism of
Criticism and Academic Criticism), we talked about (criticism of
criticism, the concept of academic criticism, and an overview of the life
of the poet Nizar Qabbani).

As for the first chapter entitled (Contextual Criticism), we talked
about the Algerian academic studies that adopted contextual curricula in
reading Nizar Qabbani’s poetry, and this chapter came in three:

(Historical criticism), (psychological criticism) and (artistic
criticism).

As for the second chapter, entitled (System Criticism), we dealt
with the discussion of the Algerian academic studies that adopted the
systematic approaches in dealing with Nizar Qabbani’s poetry and its
subjects. It was divided into four sections, which are as follows:
(Structural criticism), (Semiotic criticism), (Stylistic criticism), and

(Criticism of the theory of reading, reception and interpretation).
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
